« any impact of prior works or activities in the urban
catchment on flood levels and extent during the
Flood Event; and

whether any other matters may have significantly
contributed to the Flood Event.

Melbourne Water is committed to an independent
and transparent review process and the Maribyrnong
River Flood Review will be undertaken by an
Independent Review Panel that will be appointed

in the coming weeks.
